RIVER IS LUCKY WITH LUCK STONE

Luck Stone Gilmerton Yard - Care for the
environment is apparent everywhere you turn
at this “green” aggregate yard on the Southern
Branch. Since expanding to the Elizabeth from
Richmond 3 years ago, Luck Stone has transformed the
yard fo achieve a super-clean site and multiple
environmental amenities. These include “rain gardens” to
filter runoff, a revitalized stormwater pond, oyster
growing, sponsorship of Elizabeth River Project's
Learning Barge and conservation of 11.35 acres.

RIVER’S GREENEST BUILDING YET

NRHA’s Grandy Village & Learning
Center - This upgraded public hous-
ing complex features a new learning
center that raises the bar for green
buildings on the Elizabeth.

esigners had the environment in mind
Dwith every decision made for NRHA's
new Grandy Village Learning Center on the
Eastern Branch. With “smart” lighting that
dims itself, solar panels, geothermal heating,
natural lighting and low VOC paint, the 15,000 sq. ft. building is a showcase for green
building practices. Visitors are greeted with a film in the lobby explaining the features.

QOutside, paths through the restored 3.165 acre forested buffer (1,662 new native
plants) feature permeable paving or clamshell to filter runoff. A floating dock hosted stu-
dent field trips to The Leaming Barge this fall while a kayak launch provides public access.
In addition, NRHA achieved Energy Star certification, the federal government's highest
energy conservation rating, for 22 new duplex units added to Grandy Village.
